>> A FABULOUS TREND LABORATORY !
This prestigious competition is organised into 12 distinct categories allowing, with the “other 
white grape varieties” category, rare and indigenous grape varieties to compete, emerge 
and shine at the international level. This happened for “Manzoni bianco”, an Italian grape 
variety from the Veneto region which was awarded in 2020 with a gold medal and a dry wine 
trophy.
Since 2019, the best dry wines have been recognised in response to consumer demand via 
the DRY WINE trophy awarded in each of the 12 categories.
As a true observer of wine trends, and at the request of certain winegrowers proud to present 
their new products, the Mondial is innovating and also opens the competition to orange wines 
from the 5 continents. Indeed, many estates have embarked on this adventure and winelovers 
are more and more seduced by this orange variation.
It is therefore right that winegrowers can have their products seriously evaluated and that 
consumers can also find their way around.

>> ORANGE WINE IS A WHITE WINE WITH MACERATION
Here is the definition by OIV-ECO 647-2020 : 
«White wine resulting from the alcoholic fermentation of a must in prolonged contact with 
grape marc, including the skins, the pulp, the pips and possibly the stems.»

REQUIREMENTS :
a) The production is made exclusively from varieties of white grapes ;
b) the maceration is carried out in contact with grape marc ;
c) the minimum duration of the maceration phase is one month ; 
d) «white wine with maceration» can be characterised by an orange-amber 
colour and tannic taste».
The trained taste buds of our 70 international expert judges, from 20 countries, are therefore 
eager to taste these orange wines too, which generally have a lot of character 
and are endowed with a broad and varied aromatic expression.
